He had been coming to 
our church for a few weeks, and on that night, our first service back on the field, Fabio 
trusted Christ as his Savior! You can imagine how encouraged I was to be able to lead 
one more soul to Jesus for Salvation so soon!

On July 29th we had the privilege of taking two young people from our church to Bible 
College. Deborah is in her second year and our son Matthew is starting a one year
